Power Shutoffs, and preparedness efforts and resources for residents. 

 

In addition to the City of Chino Hills, CHPD, CVFD, and SCE, various community partners and 

local organizations will be in attendance and have information tables including the American 

Red Cross, Chino Hills Auxiliary Radio Team (CHART), Inland Valley Humane Society & 

S.P.C.A, LifeStream, and SoCalGas. 

 

All attendees will receive a free emergency survival bracelet equipped with a compass, 

whistle, and paracord at the end of the presentation while supplies last. Raffle prize winners 

will also be announced.
