This agreement, made effective between the City of Chino Hills, hereinafter referred to as “City” and                                                                                                            
“                                                              ” referred to as “Vendor”, mutually agree to the following terms and 
conditions:

UNDERSTAND THAT FAILURE TO COMPLY MAY RESULT IN DISMISSAL FROM THE PROGRAM. VENDOR 
MAY BE CHARGED FOR ANY/ALL DAMAGE INCURRED AT THE EVENT SITE.

1. Vendor agrees to the fee structure, payment method, and to submit and maintain all documents as required 
under the “Application Requirements” listed in the vendor application. 

2. If automobiles are to be used to transport persons or equipment, the Vendor agrees to provide the City, prior to 
the event if requested, proof that automobile liability insurance will be in full force and effect at the time of the 
concert for each automobile to be used at the minimum liability insurance requirement in the State of California. 

3. Vendor must provide a self-operated and contained outdoor craft booth in a City designated area. 

4. Vendor must provide the appropriate number of staff/volunteers to set up, run, and tear down the craft booth. 
Staff/volunteers must conduct themselves in a professional manner at all times and be appropriately dressed. 

5. Craft booth setup will begin no earlier than 8:00 a.m. and tear down must be completed by 1:00 p.m. Vendor must 
be ready to sell by 9:45 a.m. Vendor is responsible for bagging their own trash and placing it in or near City provided 
trash cans. 

6. Vendor must store all food and equipment at an off-site location and be prepared to have ONE vehicle 
unloaded prior to the event. Vendor must wait until the end of the event to begin picking up equipment/supplies.

7. All sales will be confined to the City designated location assigned to each Vendor. The City will provide a site plan 
at least two weeks prior to the event date. 

8. Vendor understands that submitting an application does not guarantee craft space and that Vendor space is 
limited. However, the City will make every effort to accommodate Vendor if they meet the requirements. 

9. Vendor agrees to be professionally photographed or videotaped, and/or agrees to have their child/children 
professionally photographed or videotaped, and release the use of the photographs or videos for publicity in City of 
Chino Hills publications and other public information tools. 

10. Vendor further understand that an inherent risk of exposure to communicable diseases, illnesses, and viruses exists 
in any public space where people are present. By participating in this event/class/activity/program, vendor volun-
tarily assumes all risks to potential exposures and agrees to voluntarily follow all related public health directives.

11. Vendor agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City of Chino Hills, its officers, employees, and agents 
from any and all losses, costs, expenses, claims, liabilities, actions, or damages, including liability for injuries, death, 
communicable diseases, illnesses, viruses to any person or persons or damage to property arising at any time during 
and/or arising out of or in any way connected with vendor’s use or occupancy of the concession booth area and 
adjoining property, unless solely caused by the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the City of Chino Hills, its 
officers, employees, or agents.  

12. The City reserves the right to make changes to this agreement as deemed necessary.
